Kuan Yin Bodhisattvas' Birthday brought more than six hundred people to the Kuan Yin Hall 

of 10,000 Buddhas to pay homage. There, they found Great Kindness and Compassion awaiting 

them, for they were fortunate to participate in two important ceremonies. A full liberation of 

life ceremony, which includes a refuge ceremony for the creatures about to be set free, and the 

profoundly efficacious ceremony for crossing over ancestors and those to whom one is 

indebted from past lives. The importance of liberating life is explained in detail in this issue's 

article entitled "A Real Life Account of a Man's Delivery from Cancer." Having been shown 

the way we can help ourselves transform our residual killing karma into enactments of 

compassion by liberating the living, we all then sincerely beseeched the Bodhisattva of Great 

Compassion and called upon the aid of the Seven Buddhas.
