Further, they are required to strictly
uphold the precepts. Following the motto: “Without enduring a period of bcne-
chilling cold, how could the plum blossoms give off such a sweet fragrance?” they
will learn the practices of the Chan, Pure Land, Vinaya, Secret, and Teaching
Sects and receive an education that stresses ethics and virtue. A certificate will be
awarded upon graduation. People who graduate from this program will be able to |
serve in a variety of Buddhist orgunizations and take the lead in revitalizing the
sages’ teachings.

People who wish to dedicate their body, mind, and life to Buddhism and cause
the proper Dharma to dwell in. the world, but who have financial difficulty, may
assist in teaching (in Instilling Goodness Elementary School and Developing
Virtue Secondary School) or community develogiient (environmental improve-
ment, office work, building and equipment maintenance, and so on) as long as
such work does not affect their studying, and apply for a reduction or waiver of
tuition, miscellaneous fees, and room and board. You are welcome to visit the
City of Ten Thousand Buddhas in person to understand the situation.
