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Vajra Bodhi Sea is published by the
Dharma Realm Buddhist Association
(DRBA). DRBA was founded by the Ven-
erable Master Hsuan Hua in the United
States of America in 1959 with the goal of
propagating the Orthodox Dharma. One
of DRBA’s major tasks is the translation
of the Mahayana Buddhist scriptures
into the world’s languages. DRBA has
also established various educational
and social service programs to promote
peace, happi-ness, and a high standard
of ethical conduct for the world. At its
head-quarters, the City of Ten Thousand
Buddhas, are housed Dharma Realm
