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We who are students of the Buddhadharma should put into practice every little bit that we learn. That’s the important thing. If you
learn something, but fail to apply it, then it’s as if you never learned it.

After listening to Sutra and Dharma lectures, we must diligently reflect upon ourselves and actually practice the principles we have
learned. Never fear that you know too little. Only fear that you cannot cultivate. No matter how much you know, if you don’t practice,
it’s of no use. We have Sutra lectures and Dharma talks every single day. The Buddhadharma is like the blood in our veins. It cannot

stop flowing. After listening to the Dharma, we must cultivate in accordance with it. Otherwise, we would be wasting our time.
