The Board of Directors of Dharma Realm Buddhist Association
(DRBA) passed a motion to resume in-person classes at Dharma Realm
Buddhist University (DRBU) and Instilling Goodness Developing Virtue
School (IGDVY) at the City of Ten Thousand Buddhas (CTTB) for the
upcoming Fall semester beginning later this year in August.

DRBA’s Education Committee put forth the proposal for reopening
DRBU and IGDVS on the CTTB campus now that in-person classes
are permissible by the State of California and Mendocino County. This
proposal set forth the motion for opening the schools and university on
the CTTB campus to permit enrolled students, parents, faculty and staff
on-campus in approved areas. CTTB will continue to hold Dharma events
and sessions online, and remain closed to in-person visits from the public
till the pandemic is under control enough to safely reopen.

DRBU and IGDVS have planned a number of comprehensive methods
to prevent and mitigate COVID at CTTB. The primary feature of this
protection plan is to maintain stable groups (social safety bubbles) which
assign DRBU, IGDVS, and CTTB monastics and permanent residents
into seperate bubbles which minimize interaction between them. This
plan has been reviewed and approved by five medical and public health
experts, and is pending review with the Public Health Department of
Mendocino County before full implementation at the beginning of the
Fall semester.

IGDVS began hybrid learning this month with students attending
some in-person classes at DRBU’s Sudhana Center in Ukiah, and is
looking forward to resuming in-person classes full time in the Fall back
on the CTTB campus. DRBU’s president, Dr. Susan Rounds, has also
indicated that the university is anticipating resuming in-person classes on
the CTTB campus as well, and welcomes interested prospective students
to apply.

Instilling Goodness and Developing Virtue School, at the City of
the Dharma Realm in West Sacramento near the California state capitol,
has also submitted a proposal to the Yolo County Health Department to
resume in-person classes. The application has been approved pending an
on-site inspection. In-person classes will resume at IGDVS at the City of

the Dharma Realm for all pre-registered students in Fall 2021. %
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
